It is a 

simple blood test that takes 8 minutes for 

results. The monthly preventative is a 

chewable tablet that not only prevents 

heartworms, but it is also an intestinal 

dewormer. As general temperatures con-

tinue to rise here in NM, mosquito & 

heartworm season continue to extend in-

cluding through the winter months.
